We have booked a week long summer camp at the Tolmers Scout Camp and

Activity Centre near Cuffley, Hertfordshire. This centre, run by Hertfordshire

Scouts, organises a 2 week long summer camp for Scout and Guide troops

from other counties to come along and enjoy.
